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Abstract
The study aimed to identify the impact of women's empowerment on the
growth of entrepreneurial businesses in Jordan. The community of the study is
represented by a number of civil society organizations concerned with supporting
and empowering entrepreneurial women. The sample of the study consisted of (250)
female entrepreneurs who received support from these organizations. The researcher
used two data collection tools which are the a questionnaire and interview to collect
the data related to the variables of the study.  The data were analyzed using the
statistical package program for social sciences (SPSS). The second tool is interviews
and the questionnaire that contains qualitative questions related to the dependent

variable, the growth of entrepreneurial businesses.

Results indicated that there is a positive significant impact at the level of
significance (¢=0.05) for women empowerment which represents the independent
variable and its dimensions on entrepreneurial businesses growth and its dimensions.
The study showed that there is a significant impact of economic and financial
empowerment on the growth of entrepreneurial businesses. The study recommends
the need for adopting national strategies that support entrepreneurship in general,
and entrepreneurial women in particular, and to continue supporting women

empowerment.
