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Abstract

The study aimed at identify the Obstacles to Provide Special
Education Services for People Mentally Disabilities From the Point of View
of Their Teachers at Sultanate of Oman. The sample of the study consisted
of (75) teachers of people with mental disabilities governorate interior
schools in the Sultanate of Oman for the academic year 2017/2018. To
achieve the aim of the study, the researcher developed a scale to the obstacles
of providing special education services for the mentally disabled Scale.
Validity and reliability for both scale were obtained.

The results showed that the level of offering the special education
services for the mentally disabled people from their teacher view, as a whole
was high. The obstacles to the school environment came first, followed by

the obstacles related to the curriculum, the obstacles related to diagnosis and



evaluation, the obstacles related to teachers, while the handicaps related to
the family of the mentally disabled people came last. On the other hand, the
results showed that there are no statistically significant differences in the
level of obstacles of offering special education services for the mentally
disabled people from the point of view of their teachers due to gender,

scientific qualifications and years of experience.
