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Abstract

The purpose of the Study is to investigate behavior-modifying strategies used
by normal and disabled students' teachers in Amman. The sample of the study
consisted of (250) male and female normal students teachers as well as (80) disabled
students' teachers« totaling (3300 teachers. To achieve the aims of the study. The
researcher adopted the analytical descriptive approach« and developed a scale
consisted of (42) items covering three domains; strategies of enforcing desirable
behavior« strategies of forming desirable behavior and strategies of reducing
undesirable behavior. The findings of the study showed that the means of the
domains were in an average degree« as the first domain was in the first rank with the
highest mean according to the item indication« as the mean of using the behavior
modifying strategies followed in dealing with disabled students (3.72) with a
standard deviation of (0.77). Meanwhile« the mean according to the item indication
(3.65) with a standard deviation of (0.86) for the strategies used with normal
students. Followed by the second domain¢ as the mean of using the behavior
modifying strategies followed in dealing with disabled students (3.65) with a

standard deviation of (0.67)¢« while the mean according to the item indication (3.58)



with a standard deviation of (0.78) for the strategies used with normal students. The
third domain came in the final rank as the mean of using the behavior modifying
strategies followed in dealing with disabled students (3.38) with a standard deviation
of (0.64). Meanwhile; the mean according to the item indication (3.39) with a
standard deviation of (0.75) for the strategies used with normal students. Finally« the
findings showed that there were no significant statistical differences at the level of
(a =0.05) in the behavior modifying strategies followed in treating normal and

disabled students' problems attributed to the teacher's gender.
