The study sought to the Relationship between Friendship and Addiction to
Social Networks among Adolescents in Shafaamr Region, this study was
conducted during the year 2016/2017 .the sample of the study totaled (264) male and
female secondary school students selected randomly. To achieve the aim of the
study, the researcher developed a Friendship Scale and An Addiction to Social
Networks Scale. The study criteria were applied to the sample members after
ascertaining the indications of their validity and stability.
The results of the study showed that Friendship among Adolescents in
Shafaamr Region was high, Results of the study showed that Addiction to Social
Networks among Adolescents in Shafaamr Region was Moderate. The Results of

the study showed a positive significant correlation between Friendships among



Adolescents in Shafaamr Region. There were no significant differences due to
gender and class level in Friendship and Addiction to Social Networks among
Adolescents in Shafaamr Region.

Several recommendations and suggestions were provided; including the need
for future research investigating the relationships between Friendship and Addiction
across Social Networks among other populations in the Palestinian society and using
other Adolescents, samples and to compare their results with the ones reported in

the current study.
