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Abstract

The aim of this study is to evaluate gifted programs of Jubilee school in The Light
of The American National Association Standards for Gifted Education. The sample
of the study is selected randomly consisting of (34) male and female teachers and
(257) male and female students from the study levels (ninth, tenth and eleventh).
The study evaluates three components of gifted programs used in selecting the gifted
students, enriching curricula and teachers’ professional development. Three tools
were used to evaluate three components of gifted students program which are; a scale
to evaluate selecting students system as perceived by teachers and students, a scale
to evaluate applied enrichment curricula as perceived by teachers and a scale to
evaluate the professional development of teachers. The researcher adopted the
descriptive approach through analyzing data by using means, standard deviations
and Two-way- ANOVA (F). The findings of the study showed that the system of
selecting gifted students in Jubilee school as perceived by teachers is compatible
with NAGC standards in a high degree with a mean of (4.43). While, the system of
selecting gifted students in Jubilee school as perceived by students is compatible
with NAGC standards in a high degree with a mean of (4.04). Moreover, the findings
show that, the enrichment curricula applied is highly corresponding to NAGC
standards as perceived by teachers with a mean of (4.43). In addition, the methods
of professional development of the teachers is high with NAGC standards with a



mean of (4.44). The findings showed that there are no differences in the responses
of teachers regarding the evaluation of gifted programs attributed to gender and
experience, and there are no differences in the responses of students regarding the
evaluation of gifted programs attributed to gender while, the differences are
attributed to the study level in favor of ninth study level. Based on the findings of
the study the researcher recommended the need to adopt modern international
standards in designing gifted students program as well as taking careful attention to
the training and professional development of gifted students teachers and expanding
the range of applying the services of gifted program
