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Abstract

This study aimed at studying the validity and reliability of the Arabized
Jordanian Version of the (ASRS) (Autism Spectrum Rating Scales). The
study sample consisted of 60 intentionally chosen children all of whom had
been previously diagnosed with autism, in addition to another 60 normal
children aged (2- 5) attending Kindergarten. The researcher has developed
the scale by analyzing the validity and reliability of the amended version
made to suit the Jordanian culture. The study was translated into Arabic and
compared against the English version with the aim of responding to the thesis
questions and to measure the validity of the Arabic version. The research
also aimed at analyzing the differences in responses based on the respondents
(normal or autistic) as a variable. The researcher used qualitative research

methods for the purpose of the study. The data was then analyzed using the



proper statistical methods such as mean, standard deviation, t-test, Pearson's

Correlation Coefficient, Cronbach's alpha, and Guttmann scale.

In response to the first question, the research has shown statistical differences
across all ages based on the sole variable of respondents. The average score
achieved by autistic students ranged between (2.48- 3.23), whereas the
normal children scored (2.19- 3) with the differences in favor of the autistic
children. The research findings also revealed the absence of any significant
differences amongst all age groups based on the variable of gender. The
average obtained by males was (0.3- 0.304), while the females obtained

averages which varied between (2.79- 2.96).

In response to the second research question pertaining to the reliability of the
translated and modified version of the scale, the Cronbach's alpha analysis
measured the strength of the internal consistency of the test items within the
scale at (0.68). Cumulative scaling was measured at (0.87- 0.67). The Split-

Half coefficient of the scale was (0.758).

In light of these findings, the researcher has proposed the ASRS scale to test
other age groups. In addition, she has proposed studying the impact of other
variables on the findings of the study. In conclusion, the researcher would
highly recommend the use of the (ASRS) to diagnose children exhibiting

symptoms of Autism disorder.
