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Abstract

The study aimed to know the level of Emotional intelligence and its relationship to
family nurturing styles of giffted students in higher primary stage, The sample
consisted at the study Include (181) male and female students from nineth and tenth
classes in Jubillee school \ king Hussein Foundation, for the scholar year 2015-2016
, Two scales were utilized in this study , Bar-On scale for emotional intelligence

and family nurturing scale after making sure their psychometric characteristics.

And To answer the study’s questions the arithmetic means were implemented, the
standard deviations and Percentages and (t- tests) have been used (ANOVA) to

processing the data.

The results concludes the flowing:



-The Members of the study in higher primar stage students (male\female)
Characterized by a medium stage of emotional intelligence statistically with (o=
0.01) stage. Where the arithmetic mean arrived to (2.957) as total, with a standard

deviations of (0.253).

-Prevalence of all styles of family nurturing which Handled by the study

(democracy, Authoritarian and randomly styles).

-There is a positive relationship between emotional intelligence and democracy
style where the correlation coefficient value is (0.242) and it’s significant at The

level of significance (o= 0.01) .

-There is a negative relationship between authoritarian style in the family
nurturing and each of the conditioner and general mood and emotional

intelligence scale Authoritarian style respectively (0.229-, 0.201 -, 0.180-) .

-There is no statistically differences in the level of significance (o= 0.05) in
emotional intelligence and family nurturing according to gender and age but it

was significant at the level (o = 0.01) for the Interactivity between them.

In light of the study results, the researcher recommends the need for
consulting parents regarding the importance of the democratic style in dealing with
those students , and to conduct other studies on gifted students'

samples in the middle primary stage.
