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Abstract

This survey aims to evaluate effectiveness of training program in the
development of hearing and optic attention skills for autism spectrum disorder that
based on emblematic Consolidation. The sample of study contained (30) children
who suffer from autism spectrum disorder, and they were divided into two groups:
the first one is Controller and the other is experimental. Each group contained (15)
children and the average of age for the children is (6-10). The experimental method

was used in survey that was achieved during the year 2017/2018.

The researcher prepared a scale to measure hearing and optic attention skills for
autism spectrum disorder. The scale was verified by two ways; validity and
reliability. The scale applied to (15) children as exploratory sample out of which was
survey sample. The stability scale is calculated by internal consistency (Cronbach

alpha) equation.

The training program to develop the optic and hearing attention skills for

children who suffer from autism spectrum disorder was prepared during their



training needs. After finishing applied program, the average, Standard Deviations,
analysis of covariance (ANCOVA) and (T) test as Statistic process in accordance

the variables of survey. The study revealed these results:

- There are revealed statistical differences at the level (a¢=0.05) between
controller and experimental group on the scale of hearing attention because
of effect the program for empiricism group.

- There are revealed statistical differences at the level (a=0.05) between
controller and experimental group on the scale of optic attention because

of effect the program for empiricism group.

The researcher recommends presenting training programs for children who suffer
autism spectrum disorder by using emblematic Consolidation as learning strategy
because what it has as importance for acquirement the children to reach the learning

objective.
