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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the effect of the numbers line strategy in solving

the verbal questions among the learning disabilities students.

The study sample included (49) students of the learning disabilities who
enrolled in the recourse rooms of the (4th« 5th< and 6th) grades. A total of (25) males
and (24) females participated in the study. They were distributed randomly into two
groups; the first one is a control group and contained (24) students; (14) males and
(10) females« the other was an experimental group contained (25) students« (15)

males and (10) females.

To achieve the objectives of the study« a program (schedule) depends on the
numbers line to solve the verbal questions was prepared. In addition« the researcher
prepared an achievement test contains eight paragraphs to extract the suitable

validity and reliability indications for this test.

The results of the study indicated that there is a statistically effect for the
number line strategy on the achievement of learning disabilities students for the



experimental group¢« where its average reached (14.96) with a standard deviation
(4.13). While the control group average reached (9.33) and the standard deviation
(5.05). In addition« the results indicated that there are not any statistically differences
at the significance level (a=0.05) to improve the ability level of the students to solve

the verbal questions in the Mathematics refers to the gender.
