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Abstract

The present study aimed at evaluating the level of special education services
provided for individuals with "ASD" in Zaatri refugees camp in Jordan from the
perspective of services providers, and knowing if there were any differences in the
level of the services provided due to the variables of gender, experience, and

academic qualification.

The study sample consisted of (41) service providers, namely (28) males and (13)
females. To answer the questions of the study, the researcher developed a
guestionnaire including (82) paragraphs divided into (7) dimensions. The validity
and reliability of the questionnaire were established. The mean, regressions, and
(Three-Way ANOVA )were used to analyze the data.

The results showed that the level of special education services provided for
individuals with "ASD" in Zaatri refugees camp in Jordan, from the perspective of
service providers, ranged from the moderate to the low level, at an overall mean of
(2.27). On the one hand, the dimensions of management, assessment and diagnosis,

and health care as well as support services were at the moderate level, at means of



(3.47), (3.29), and (2.52) respectively. On the other hand, Individualized Educational
Program (IEP) along with the behavior modification plan, both at a mean of (1.81);
technology along with educational activities, both at a mean of (1.79); integration in
terms of location, tasks, society, both at a mean of (1.68); and educational
environment, at a mean of (1.38) were all at low level. Moreover, the results showed
that there were no differences at(a«=0.05) as for the level of special education services
provided for individuals with "ASD" in Zaatri refugees camp in Jordan, from the
perspective of service providers due to the variables of gender, experience, and

academic qualification.

The study recommended the following; working more to raise the level of the
Individualized Educational Program (IEP), the behavior modification plan,
technology, educational activities, and integration in terms of location, tasks, and

society.
