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Abstract

The present study aimed to identify the effectiveness of the learning strategy
through playing in developing the skills of solving verbal mathematical problems
among the students of learning disabilities in Jordan. To achieve the purpose of the
students the researcher used the semi- experimental approach and developed a test
for solving verbal mathematical problems skills and learning strategy by playing.
The validity and constancy of the used two used strategies were highly checked the
population of the study consisted of the students of learning disabilities in private

schools in Amman through the second semester of the academic years 2016/2017.

The subjects were chosen deliberately among the students of learning
disabilities in the school of Rabwa International Academy in Amman. The chosen
subjects were divided into two groups: the first group is the experimental group
which consisted of (15) male and female students. This group was taught by the
learning through playing strategy. The other group is the control group which
consisted of (15) male and female students and was taught by the traditional strategy.

The findings of the study showed that there is a difference in the level skills

of verbal mathematically equations problem solving among the students of learning



disability. This difference can be attributed to the adopted teaching strategies such

as teaching by playing.
