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Abstract

The study aimed at investigating the level of services provided for autistic
spectrum disorder students, level of life satisfaction of autistic spectrum disorder
students' families and the relationship between with them. The study sample
consisted of (132) of autism spectrum families which was selected from centers and
establishments concerning autism students. However, in order to achieve the study
goals, the researcher used the descriptive relational approach, and developed a scale
for the servers offered to autistic spectrum disorder students that consisted of (42)
items disseminated on three dimensions which are: organization and environment,
evaluation and diagnostic and supported services. Another scale was families
satisfaction which consisted of (27) items. The researcher guaranteed study tools
validity and reliability. The study revealed that the level of services provided to
autistic spectrum disorder students was middle; in addition to it’s all dimensions
except for the supportive services dimension which level was low. Moreover, the
life satisfaction level of autistic spectrum disorder students' families was middle;
since there is an effect of the services offered to autistic spectrum disorder students
on their families' life satisfaction, and there are statistical significant differences in

attributed to gender in favor to female. On the order hand, there are no statistical
significant differences in estimating the level of services offered to autistic spectrum
disorder students attributed to the Age.

The researcher recommended that the centers and establishments, which offer
services to autism students, must pay more attention for the quality of supportive
services presented to the students in Saudi Arabia.
