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Abstract

The objective of this study was to examine the behavioral and emotional

problems that Syrian children at Zaatari Camp in Jordan suffer from.

The study's sample consisted of 400 students from Zaatari Camp schools whose ages

range from 12 to 16 years old.

To answer the questions raised by the study, a special tool was developed to
detect the behavioral and emotional problems the children are suffering from. The
tool consisted of 70 items, divided into 35 items addressing behavioral problems and
35 items addressing emotional problems. The tool's validity and reliability of the

semantics had been verified before it was used. Arithmetic mean, the one-way and



three-way analysis of variance, t-test, and Scheffe's test have been used to analyze

the findings.

The results have showed that the responses levels were middle and low for the
behavioral and emotional problems. There were statistically significant differences
at (0=0.05) for behavioral problems due to the gender variable being in favor of
males. Also, there were statistically significant differences at (a=0.05) for behavioral
and emotional problems due to the period of asylum variable being in favor of "less
than two years" period. The results of the study also indicated that there were
statistically significant differences at (0=0.05) for behavioral problems due to the

variable of loss of parents being in favor of the mother.

The study has resulted in a number of recommendations, one of which is the
following: Children with missing mothers should be provided with care more than
any other children due to the fact that the loss of their mothers is an essential factor

for the emergence of the behavioral and emotional problems they have.
