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ABSTRACT

The study aimed to measure the extent of educational counselors usage of
social networks and its relation to professional stratification. The study was
implemented during the academic year 2016\2017. The Sample of the study
consisted of (49) educational counselors at schools of knowledge in Palestine. To
achieve the aims of the study, the researcher developed a Social Communication
Networks Scale and A Vocational Stratification Scale. Validity and reliability for
both scales were measured.

The results showed that the extent of counselors’ usage for social networks
was moderate. In addition, it was found that satisfaction among professional
counselors was high. The results showed statistical significant differences in the
extent of educational counselors usage for social networks as a whole due to the

impact of gender differences and the difference was in favor of males. Moreover,



the results did not show statistically significant differences in the extent of
educational counselors usage of social network as a whole due to the impact of
educational qualification and years of experience. The results showed that there were
no statistically significant differences in the extent of professional satisfaction as a
whole due to the impact of gender, qualification variables and years of experience.
It was also found that there is no a statistically significant correlation between the
extent of educational counselors usage of social networks as a whole and their
professional satisfaction.

The study recommends the need for implementing future studies examining
the relationship between social communication networks and their relationship to
professional stratification among other populations in the Palestinian society. It is
also recommended to study other variables, using other educational counselors,

samples and comparing their results with the ones reported in the current study.
