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Abstract

This study aimed to reveal the level of creative thinking, social and personal
adjustment among secondary school students of Lower Galil. To achieve the
objectives of study, the researcher used Torrance test for the creative thinking, image
of words (A), model (1992), and scale of social and personal adjustment, prepared
by Al-Jmaie (2006), which consisted of (82) items, divided in six dimensions. The
sample of the study consisted of (355) male and female students, who were chosen
randomly from the study population.

The results showed that the level of creative thinking among secondary school
students of the Lower Galil was moderate, the authenticity was in first rank and the
flexibility was in last rank. The results showed the level of social and personal

adjustment among secondary school students of the Lower Galil was moderate.



The results showed that there was a statistically significant positive correlative
relationship between creative thinking and social and personal adjustment, there was
negative correlative relationship between the flexibility, fluency, and social and
personal adjustment, and there was positive relationship between the authenticity
and social and personal adjustment.

The results indicated that there was no difference in the level of creative
thinking as a whole, and all skills (authenticity, flexibility and fluency), according
to variables (grade and gender), there was no difference in the level of social and

personal adjustment according to variables (grade and gender).
