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Abstract

This study aimed to reveal the nature of family environment and its
relationship to academic giftedness among secondary school students in Arrabah
City. The study sample consisted of (339) secondary school students, including
(128) male students and (211) female students in the academic year 2016- 2017. To
achieve the objective of the study, the researcher prepared family environment scale.
Construct and discriminative validity indicators were calculated for scale, while
Cronbach alpha indicators were established. Both validity and reliability were at
acceptable levels to achieve the objective of the study.

The results of this study showed that the common domain of family
environment among secondary school students in Arrabah City was "caring and
supporting a between the generations” domain, as the results of the study showed
that there were statistically significant differences (a= 0.05) in the nature of the
family environment as a whole attributed to gender variable except for emotional
cohesion domain, in favor of females. There were statistically significant differences
(o= 0.05) in the nature of the family environment as a whole attributed to class

variable except for cognitive cohesion domain, in favor of Tenth class.



The study results indicated that there is a correlation between the family
environment as a whole and academic giftedness as a whole among secondary school
students in Arrabah City.

The study came out with a number of recommendations including: -
Activating the role of the family in creating an appropriate climate, conditions and
circumstances, which help their children to develop their abilities and their strength,

and stimulate their superiority.
